Liquids Vocabulary
Liquid – a liquid takes the shape of the container, pours     

              and is wet

Gas – takes the shape of the air and sometimes can’t 

           be seen

Solid – has a shape

Dome – the shape of a liquid

Surface Tension – the “skin” that holds a liquid together

Transparent – you can see through the liquid

Opaque – you cannot see through the liquid

Evaporation – water turns from a liquid into a gas and 

                         “disappears” into the air.  You cannot 

                         see it anymore.

Melting – when a solid gets so hot that it changes to a


 liquid.

Freezing – when certain liquids get cold, they freeze


  and turn into a solid.
Condensation – when a gas turns into a liquid

Dissolve – when a solid “disappears” into a liquid.  You 

                  cannot see it anymore.
