Reading Response: The 3 R’s: Retell, Relate, Reflect

Here is a framework for Retell, Relate and Reflect that we will be using for your reading responses.  

	Retell – should answer the following questions about the book.

What is the title and author of your book?

Who are the characters in the book?

What do the characters want to happen?

But what stops that from happening?

So then what happens?


	Related prompts may include:
I love the way … I can't believe … I noticed … I think … I observed … I wonder …I'm not sure
I felt sad when … I like the way the author …
I wish that …I was surprised …
It seems like … I began to think of 



	Relate – this is where you make connections to yourself.

Text – to – Self: what has happened to me that this reminds me of?  Or,

Text – to – Text: what other magazine, book, movie does this remind me of?  Or,

Text – to – World: what has happened in the world around me, example, in my family or community, that reminds me of this?

Specific Details

Give examples from the book to support your connection and you can also add details from your own knowledge


	Related prompts may include:

This reminds me of…

This makes me think of …

Something or someone I identify with is …

I felt … when …

This character reminds me of somebody I know because …
This character reminds me of me because …
This character is like (name of the character) in (title of book) because …
 This situation reminds me of a similar situation in my own life. It happened when


	Reflect – this is where you draw conclusions, make predictions, ask questions, tie thoughts together.

Prediction: what do you think is going to happen next in the story?  Provide details from the book or what you already know from reading to support your prediction.

Use specific details from the words in the book, titles, pictures or the back summary that made you think this way.

Use your prior knowledge about literature to support your predictions, for example, you know that the “hero” has to usually try three times before he or she is successful, this character has only faced one challenge so you think the next challenge is going to be finding a map because the title of the next chapter is “Decoding the Map”.
	Related prompts may include:

I think that…

I wonder why or if …

I wonder what this means …
I realize now that …

How…?

A question raised in my mind is …

Maybe …

I learned that …

An idea that really got me thinking was … because…
